
 

 

 

Certificate of Registration  
 

For the purposes of Section 110 (6) of Western Australia Food Act 2008 (the Act) the approved form 

for the Certificate of Registration of a food business must include the information specified by the 

appropriate enforcement agency. 

 

With respect to all food businesses, an enforcement agency should consider including the following 

conditions in the Certificate of Registration: 

 

• That it is an offence to operate a food business in contravention of the Food Act 2008 

• That it is an offence to make changes to the nature or activity of this food business without 

notifying the appropriate enforcement agency first 

• That the food business has been approved to conduct only those activities that it has specified in 

the application to register 

• That the food business has available to an Authorised Officer a copy of their Certificate of 

Registration.   

 

With respect to temporary and mobile food businesses, an enforcement agency should include the 

following conditions where appropriate in the Certificate of Registration: 

 

• That the food business is approved to sell food at temporary locations.   

• Vehicle registration numbers to those food businesses approved to operate if applicable
