· The total number of infectious syphilis notifications was 53% higher than the previous 12-month period and more than double the previous five-year mean (Table 1). 
· In the current 12-month period, 92% of notifications had a completed enhanced surveillance form provided by notifying clinicians, which was comparable to the previous five-year mean of 93%.
· In the Perth metropolitan area, the number of notifications categorised as MSM was 8% higher than the previous 12-month period (n=225 vs. 209), and 58% higher than the previous five-year mean of 143 cases per 12-month period. 
· The number of notifications in the Perth metropolitan area with an unknown exposure category was double the previous 12-month period (n=31 vs. 15), and more than five-times higher than the previous five-year mean of six cases per 12-month period.

· The infectious syphilis notification rate remained highest in the Kimberley region and increased by 81% in comparison to the previous 12-month period. The rate increased by 18% in the Perth metropolitan area and more than doubled in the Goldfields region. Most significantly, the rate increased by almost five-fold in the Pilbara region. 
· In the Kimberley region, a total of 259 infectious syphilis cases (106 male, 153 female) were notified from June 2014 to September 2019. Prior to 2014, there had been no infectious syphilis notifications in the region for two years.
· In the Pilbara region, a total of 122 infectious syphilis cases (57 male, 65 female) were notified from February 2018 to September 2019. Prior to February 2018, there had been on average 2 infectious syphilis notifications per 12-month period in the region.
· In the Goldfields region, a total of 24 infectious syphilis cases (12 male, 12 female) were notified from January to September 2019.

· The increased notifications in the Kimberley, Pilbara and Goldfields regions are part of a larger outbreak in northern Australia that commenced in January 2011 in the Northern Territory. · The following analysis of HIV notifications data includes cases diagnosed for the first time in WA and excludes notifications of HIV cases previously diagnosed overseas.

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· There were 76 HIV cases notified in the October 2018 to September 2019 period, a 12% increase compared to the previous 12-month period (n=68) (Table 1).
· There were 20 HIV cases notified in the July to September 2019 quarter, which was slightly higher than the previous quarter (18 to 20 cases) (Figure 4).
· Over the two 12-month reporting periods, the number of male HIV cases remained stable (56 to 57 cases) while a seven-case increase was observed for females (12 to 19 cases). Correspondingly, the male: female ratio for new HIV diagnoses decreased from 4.7:1 to 3.0:1 in that period (Table 12).

· Compared to the previous 12-month reporting period, the number HIV notifications in those aged 40 years and above increased by 41% in the October 2018 to September 2019 period (27 to 38 cases) (Table 12). 
· The median age of HIV notifications in the October 2018 to September 2019 period was 39.5 years (range: less than one year to 72 years) and older than the median age reported for the previous 12-month period (35 years; range: 1 to 73 years).

· The number of male heterosexual HIV cases increased by 37% compared to the previous 12-month period (Table 14). The majority of these cases were men who acquired HIV overseas (69%), of whom the majority acquired HIV in South-East Asia (67%).
