Surveillance summary

This week, case numbers increased by 15% compared to the previous week. Cases diagnosed by
PCR increased by 32% and by RAT increased by 11%. Reinfections comprised 37% of total
cases this week, compared with 40% last week.

The number of PCR tests remained steady compared to the previous week, with a 7-day average
positivity rate of 3.6%.

The moving seven-day average case rate per 100,000 population increased in all regions, except
the South West region, which remained steady. The seven-day average case rate for the Perth
metropolitan area (4 cases/100,000 population) is slightly higher than the non-metropolitan regions
combined (3 cases/100,000 population).

The seven-day average age-specific rate increased in most age groups, except the 0 — 19 and 50
— 69 years age groups, which remained steady. The highest rates were in the 70+ years age group
(5 cases/100,000 population), and the lowest rates in the 0 - 9 years age group (2 cases/100,000
population).

The 7-day average of hospitalised cases increased by 16% from 49 last week to 57 this week,
and intensive care unit cases decreased from 1 last week to O this week. New hospital
admissions related to COVID-19 increased from 5 last week to 18 this week, and direct intensive
care unit admissions remained at 1 this week.

Deaths decreased this week with 3 deaths reported compared to 4 deaths last week.

This week, 23 cases were reported in the Aboriginal population, a slight increase compared to
last week. Case rates in the Aboriginal population are lower than the non-Aboriginal population,
with a 7-day average rate ratio of 0.8 this reporting week. There were no deaths reported in the
Aboriginal population this week.

Nationally, the moving seven-day average case rates slightly increased in most jurisdictions,
except New South Wales, Queensland and Northern Territory, which remained steady, and South
Australia, which decreased. Tasmania reported the highest rates (8 cases/100,000 population) and
Victoria the lowest rate (2 cases/100,000 population). The rate in Western Australia was 4
cases/100,000 population.
