a. The medicines are procured by an authorised person or an appropriate Medicines and Poisons Permit holder; 
b. When not in immediate use the medicines will be stored at the approved practice settings,  in accordance with Part 9 of the Medicines and Poisons Regulations 2016;

c. When in use the practitioner will take all reasonable steps to maintain security of the medicines and prevent unauthorised access; and
d. Record keeping of administration is in accordance with Part 12 of the Medicines and Poisons Regulations 2016.
